Pastor’s Note

Grateful.” For the next five weeks, we gonna dive in deeper into the Word of God and find out what it means
to be grateful and how can we cultivate an attitude of gratitude as individuals and as faith community.

Gratitude is the heart of the Christian life. These aren’t my words, but | believe them with all my heart. Actually,
they were spoken by Thomas Merton, a Christian mystic who says, “Gratitude is therefore the heart of the
solitary life, as it is the heart of the Christian life. . .” Apparently Merton wrote these words during a time of
solitude, when, upon reflection, he realized how much God had blessed him.” (Psalm 136:1)

However, ingratitude runs deep in the human heart. If you ask most people if they are ungrateful, they will
probably reply, “Of course not!” However, this attitude is so ingrained in our human fabric, we cannot openly
admit—or even realize—that we are ungrateful. Webster’s Dictionary defines “ingratitude” as: “forgetfulness
of, or poor return for, kindness received.” It can also be defined as not appreciating or valuing what you have,
or have been given. Bishop Desmond Tutu said that “ingratitude is a leprosy in the spirit. To be unthankful, to
be unappreciative, is in fact to be diseased. To cleanse our spirits of depression, of self-pity and other forms of
spiritual leprosy, we have to be thankful, appreciative persons.”

America is one of the most abundantly blessed lands in the world. And yet, we have many people who are
ungrateful, filled with chronic grumblers and complainers. They seem to have many things to gripe about—be
it traffic, the economy, food prices, problems at work, difficulties with family, desire for additional material
possessions, ill health, etc. That is why | hope that you will join us every Sunday this stewardship season
(both in-person and online) and never missed the sermon series. Here’s the sermon schedule:

November 5t- “Naming Our Idols”
November 12t~ “Made for Gratitude”
November 19n- “Give Thanks at All Times”
November 26tw- “Cultivating Gratitude”

The Bible reminds us that God is extravagantly generous. There is no greater example of God’s generosity
than the gift of His Son Jesus Christ. God has given us the most extravagantly generous gift -- that of the Son
who lived, died, and resurrected. Apostle Paul reminds us in 2 Corinthians 8:9, “For you know the generous
act of our Lord Jesus Christ, that though he was rich, yet for your sakes he became poor, so that by his
poverty you might become rich.”

In closing, | continue to encourage y’all to sign-up for “Conversation w/ Pastor Edgar”. We can meet at home,
church, restaurants or other venues. We can also set-up lunch or dinner dates as individuals or small group

conversations. Please jon with me in praying: “Lord, let Your miracles break forth every and let me not be
an obstacle in any way!”
