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Pastor’s Note (February 2024)

The season of Lent is a time of self-reflection, of spiritual examination and re-committing our lives for
Jesus Christ. Lent is a season of forty days, not counting Sundays, which begins on Ash Wednesday
and ends on Holy Saturday.

Each year, many faith communities including Plank Chapel UMC are gathered for the Ash
Wednesday focusing on the liturgical act known as “the imposition of ashes.” We mark ashes in the
shape of a cross on the forehead of every believer as a reminder of our human mortality, our need to
repent of our sins and return to our loving God.

“Ash Wednesday directs us toward our common vulnerability, finitude, and weakness and
announces the truth of human solidarity: “You are but dust and to dust you will return’ ...Ash
Wednesday thus inaugurates us into what Bonhoeffer calls the “service of bearing,” in which “those
who bear with others know that they themselves are being borne.” (from Dr. Jennifer

McBride, Radical Discipleship)

Therefore, this year, we begin our journey of forty day of Lent with a Joint Ash Wednesday Service
with Bethel UMC on February 14w, 6:00pm and will be held at Bethel UMC. | hope that you will make
every effort to attend.

Throughout the Lenten season, we are continuing our “Restart” sermon series based on Bishop
Dottie Escobedo-Frank’s book, “Restart Your Church”. | encourage you to buy Bishop Dottie’s book

Nancy and Ron Gustafson both grew up in dairy farm country of Western New York -
south of Buffalo - in small communities (villages) of around 500 persons,

As high school sweethearts, they performed in a rock'n roll band with other
classmates and friends and graduated together in a class of around 80 students.
Married in 1974, they rekindled their music interest a year later, performing as a duo
across the U.S. in hotels and private clubs, managed by a number of entertainment
agencies.

In 1979, the couple welcomed their first child - son, Lynn - and had settled into
careers locally, living in Nancy's hometown, yet still performing some local weekend
venues. Both gave up the music business in 1981 after the birth of their daughter,
Amber.

Ron had a successful career as a newspaper editor, yet kept his hand in the outdoor
amusement industry with a close friend in Rochester, N.Y., working part time as his
marketing director.

Nancy transitioned into banking and eventually went to work for the Home Depot,
serving in numerous capacities.

Ron's interest in the amusement park industry blossomed further and he entered the
business full time in the early 1990s as marketing director for a park 11 miles from
where he grew up.

During that same timeframe, the couple became heavily involved with Park United
Methodist Church in Sinclairville, N.Y., serving with the youth group and on various
church committees.

In 1998 Ron reunited with long-time friend and high school classmate Wayne Saxton
and formed a Christian rock trio with another church member. After several months of
rehearsals, the band (Messenger) was commissioned as an official outreach ministry
of Park UMC and was performing - on average - six concerts a month at churches
and youth gatherings in Western New York and Northwestern Pennsylvania.

The band released two albums of all original music, which have been broadcast on
two Christian radio networks.

Nancy and Ron moved to Sanford, N.C., in 2001 with Nancy transferring to the South
with the Home Depot.

While in Sanford, they attended Jonesboro United Methodist Church where Nancy
again became involved with the youth program. Ron became a member of the
church's 10-piece praise band. He also performed with the praise band at Goldston
United Methodist Church.

Both retired in 2022: Nancy from the Home Depot (25 years) and Ron as
marketing and public relations director of a Connecticut amusement park,
serving 20 years in that position. The couple lived at the park during the
summer season with Nancy transferring to Home Depot locations in

Connecticut.

| hope this email finds you well. ’'m sending this message to all of our clergy sisters and brothers
throughout the conference to share some of the work of our conference Board of Laity that we
believe will be a benefit to your church and ministry. | invite you to partner with and discuss this work
and the associated resources with your church leadership.

We came together at Annual Conference in June 2023 to share in the life and work of our church. As
part of our Laity Executive Session, we heard stories from across our conference of how our laity are
living their faith story. We heard stories of the disciple-making process from Bishop Shelton, as she
reminded us that discipleship begins with relationship. We heard stories of engaging, connecting,
equipping, and sending.

In that session, we asked each of our laity to share how each of us could participate in the disciple-
making process of engaging, connecting, equipping, and sending that the bishop introduced.

We plan to share these results and associated
resources through a series of weekly emails, starting this week, that will help you and your
congregation engage, connect, equip, and send. These emails will be sent to your Lay Leader, your
Lay Member(s) of Annual Conference, and your Church Council chair. | will also send you a
summary report of our work.

Cost: $20 - Required to receive an ERT badge and become part of a fully
certified team. You will be badged after your background check is
complete.

Recertification Class

Cost: $20 - Your ERT badge is good for three years, at which time you will
need to take an ERT Recertification Class.
